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Abstract

Political and Journalistic Activities of Jeong Un—bok
in the last period of ‘Great Han empire’
— Focusing on the relationship with Yeongsungun,

Lee Jun—Yong —

This study aims to reveal the history of Jeong Un-bok(8ZE1%), a politician
and journalist in Korea just before the Japanese occupation. According to
existing research, Jeong Un-bok(#/ZE18) went to Japan to study in 1895,
and then traveled to England with Yeongsungun(ZK &%) Lee Jun-Yong(Z
%§5), the grandson of Heungseon Daewongun(¥E KFEE) in 1897, He
returned to Korea alone in 1899, and was arrested by the authorities
because of involvement with Lee jun-Yong(ZE¥§5), and went into exile on
Heuksan island %111 &), returning in 1904, Since then, he became a leading
patriotic intellectual, acting as a public speaker in Daehanjaganghoe( K H
58€r) and as a staff writer in Kyungsung Newspaper(53% 0 #) and Imperial
Newspaper(7 BUF ).

However, beyond what we know about Jeong Un-bok(#Z18), there
are still many areas of his life that remain opaque, While Hosoi Hajime(#fl
HEE) made an assessment on _Jeong Un-bok(#FZEAZ) as a man who changed
from ‘anti-Japanese(#EH)' to ‘pro-Japanese(#l H)', there are more complex
contradictions in his life that are not seized by Hosoi's perspective,

In order to investigate the more abundant picture of Jeong Un-bok(#Z=
18)’s life, this study focuses on the fact that he was more strongly under the
control by the political power of the Unhyeon Palace(ZEWLE), from
Heungseon Daewongun(8LE KFEE) to Youngsungun(GkBE). Jeong Un-

Dbok(8§ZE1E) was much closer to the influential sphere of the Unhyeon
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Palace(ZEI{'E) than previously known, It is even possible that his studying
in Japan was for the purpose of serving Lee jun-Yong(ZE#£§5).

In this meaing, Jeong Un-bok(#8ZE15)'s activities after he appeared in the
intellectual circles in Hwangseong( 23§), 1904, were swaying between the
subordination to the master-servant relationship of the past and the desire
for self-revealing in the modern political public sphere. With the return of
Lee Jun-Yong(ZEWEEE) in 1907, Jeong Un-bok(8Z#) publicly abolished
the master-servant relationship and declared his isolation from the past, and
moved toward modern media and politics. The result of the selection was

the very reality of pro-Japanese(i H).
